FESTIVAL BULLETS

· The Flow for Guard and Drum Line Units has changed from last year in order to avoid any crossing of units entering and exiting the performance venue.  Please read your flow charts carefully.

· Units will enter the performance area from the front and will exit to the back (see flow chart).

· After unloading equipment, Percussion Units will need to wait outside the building before going into warm up.  There is no storage area for equipment.  Please unload equipment from trailers at equipment check in time.  This will ensure adequate space under the outside awning prior to warm up in the event of inclement weather.

· Prior to warm up, Guard Units may hold in the band room with props and tarps.  At the warm up time, the guard will go into the Aux Gym and the props/tarp will follow the dotted red line on the flow chart down the hallway.

· Please make sure all equipment is properly taped and secured to avoid any damage to the floors.  

· No spinning, tossing or sticking allowed in the hallways or storage area.

· We use the Horizontal Time Line.

· Unit Check-In begins at 9:30 am.  Units must check in together (performers, director, up to 7 support staff).

· Sound Checks – Please bring your music to the sound table upon your arrival.  Sound checks can happen during breaks or before the festival begins.

· Spectator doors open at 10 am.  Ticket prices are $7, children 5 and under are free.

· Directions to Ozark High School –



Take the MO-J / MO-CC exit.



Turn EAST onto MO-CC / MO-J. Continue to follow MO-J. 0.5 miles



Turn SOUTH onto MO-NN.  2.5 miles



Turn WEST onto W BLUFF DR.



Follow the drive around to the front of the high school until you reach a parking attendant 

located at Parking Lot C and D.
