CHECK-IN:  Units will check in on the east, front side of the school.  ALL UNITS SHOULD PLAN TO CHECK-IN NO LATER THAN ONE HOUR BEFORE THEIR PERFORMANCE TIME.   Be prepared to declare the numbers of marching members.  Penalties will be assigned for false declarations. Marching members and seven staff (coaches, managers, drivers, and crew) will be admitted at the performer’s entrance only. Additional members/staff must purchase tickets. All wrists will be stamped.  Additional information will be handed out at guard check-in.  Critique sign-up will be available at this table.  Unit members and staff must check-in together. Unit fact sheets should be submitted online. However, please bring a copy with you just to be safe. 
SPECTATORS:  All spectators will enter through the main entrance.
SIGNAGE/MAPS:  Signs giving directions will be posted throughout the school.  

ASSISTANCE:  Smithville parents and students will be available throughout the day to assist you.  Please feel free to ask any of them to help you.
SCHEDULE: The performance schedule is attached. An updated schedule with warm-up times will be available at check-in. Please check the website, at www.mccga.org, for current schedule information.
FOOD SERVICE:  Food service will be available throughout the day for all performers and spectators.  The concession area is located adjacent to the performance gym and will offer a wide variety of food items.  As with most MCCGA festivals, the money raised in concessions is used to run the winter program.  Please show your support and plan on eating at our concession area. 
DRESSING FACILITIES: Available on site, however, space is very limited.  Units will be directed to these areas at check-in.  Please vacate these facilities ASAP. Please do not leave items in the dressing areas.  MCCGA or Smithville High School is not responsible for lost or stolen items. 
FOOTWEAR AND EQUIPMENT PROTECTION:  All equipment tips on rifles, flag poles, and sabers must be padded and taped.  Any props must be protected so as not to damage the floor.  Soft-soled shoes need no added protection.  Hard-soled shoes must be taped.

EQUIPMENT:  Please plan to unload props one hour before performance and load immediately following your performance.
INSPECTION:  Located in warm-up area

CASSETTE TAPES FOR JUDGES: Provided by MCCGA
MUSIC TABLE:  All performance music should be delivered to the music table located in the gymnasium. All music should have a back up. CDs must have a tape back up available in case the sound system has trouble readying your CD.  Music should be of a good recorded quality with CDs marked as to which track and tapes fully rewound to the starting point in the performance music. If you utilize reel- to-reel tape then please bring your own deck. 
SOUND TESTING:  1 hour prior to the show and during breaks (at the discretion of the  Contest Director).
TABULATION AND JUDGING AREA:  These areas are off limits to everyone except authorized personnel. 

SCORE SHEETS AND JUDGING TAPES:  Unit directors may pick up score sheets and tapes at the sound table shortly after your unit’s performance.
PERFORMANCE AREA/INTERVAL/TIMING LINE:   We will utilize the horizontal timing line rules. If looking at the floor from the spectators prospective, the Units will enter from front left and exit from the back left. 
TARP FOLDING:  Outside of exit door. There is ample space in the back parking area to fold tarps.
RETREAT:  Captains retreat at 4:45
CRITIQUE:  Directors please register for critique at unit check-in. Critiques will be held in the judges room immediately following scores.

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Performing units will enter the floor from the spectator’s left side in the front. The horizontal timing line will be used for this festival. The units will exit the floor from the spectator’s  left side in the back.
